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DON'T INFLATE YOURSELF 
 
I received a phone call inquiring about someone who had referenced 
me on her résumé. When I spoke with the Human Resources person, I 
soon realized that the applicant had exaggerated what she could really 
do. While disheartening, we all find ourselves inflating our egos at 
times, whether during a job interview, getting to know someone, 
attending a party, or talking with someone for the first time. It is easy 
to give in to the temptation to exaggerate our strengths. The scriptures 
remind us that we must adopt the direct opposite attitude. In the Book 
of Sirach, the author warns against big egos/inflating ourselves by 
challenging us to be humble before the Lord (Sir 3:17-18, 20, 28-29). 
In the 2nd reading, St. Paul reminds us of how God humbled Himself 
by becoming one like us; He was physically real to us (Heb 18-19, 22-
24a). Can we be as real to those around us, or do we naturally want to 
make ourselves look important and really smart? In the Gospel, Jesus 
reminds us that the most important people should not be sitting at the 
head of the table but humbling themselves and sit at the least 
important place (Lk 14:1, 7-14). Whether we are on an interview, 
getting to know someone, attending a party, or talking to someone for 
the first time, spiritually, we should strive not to inflate ourselves but 
to humble ourselves. We should naturally be patient with injustice, be 
open to correction, purposefully associate with others, choose to serve, 
be quick to forgive, cultivate a grateful heart, deliberately speak well 
of others, and be okay with our struggles to embrace the cross. 
Inflating ourselves is useless. However, being humble before God and 
one another is the ultimate goal.
