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DO YOU WANT TO STAY ISOLATED? 
 
There are as many reasons why people isolate parts of their lives as 
there are stars in the sky. It could be a past hurt, anger, low self-
esteem, frustration, pride, ignorance, unforgiveness, and/or a sense of 
helplessness. This isolation naturally creates a void that yearns to be 
filled. A perfect storm in which the inertia of evil tricks us into 
creating idols that cut us off from God, self, and others. The natural 
result is that those who feel isolated end up squandering the good and 
blessed parts of their lives with pride, envy, gluttony, lust, anger, 
greed, and/or sloth. To prevent this destructive behavior, Jesus 
masterfully gives us the parables of the prodigal son, the lost sheep, 
and the lost coin (Lk 15: 1-32). These parables teach us not only about 
the result of isolation, but even more about the generosity of God. The 
parable of the lost sheep reminds us that, when we are isolated in a 
desperate world of survival, God is a merciful Shepherd who will 
leave everything to be there for YOU. The parable of the lost coin 
reminds us that a coin, as long as it is lost under the couch, serves no 
purpose, but when used, has much purpose. The parable of the 
prodigal son reminds us that we can try to run and disentangle 
ourselves from God and those around us. God is that merciful Father 
always there waiting to accept and bring us back into harmony with 
Himself and those around us. The reality is that past hurts, pains, and 
disappointments can be particularly strong. What is even stronger is 
that the more focused we are on His mercy and His Will, then we will 
have no need to be trapped in a feeling of isolation. In Christ Jesus, we 
can discover meaning, fulfillment, and purpose that is freeing.
