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“Wait for it! Be Patient!” 
 

Waiting for something can make us very self-focused. We can get 
frustrated waiting for a phone call from a loved one. It can be nerve-
wracking waiting to hear if we got that dream job. Waiting on a new 
child to be born. Waiting can make us self-focused and passive. This 
second week of Advent, we are reminded to wait actively. We must 

constantly remind ourselves that the “spirit of the Lord rests upon” us 
(Is 11:2). Our waiting is a time to slow down and reflect on what the 
ever-present Lord is willing and desiring in our lives. Active waiting 
includes crying out to the Lord (Ps. 72:8), having endurance, finding 
encouragement in the scriptures, and being accepting of others (Rm 
15: 4-9), it means repentance and turning from our sins (Mt 3: 1-12), 
etc. Whether we are waiting for healing, waiting for justice, waiting 
for deliverance, waiting for reconciliation, waiting for an answer, or, 
of course, waiting for Christmas, we must remain active. We must be 

intentional about keeping the focus off ourselves and on our ever-
present Lord, who is constantly working to make the impossible 

possible. Think about it - you can be aggravated while waiting in the 
check-out line, or you can actively wait by taking that time to pray for 

everyone you see. You can be passive-aggressive while waiting to 
confront your spouse. Or you can actively wait for them to get home 
by thinking about where the Lord is present in your marriage at this 

time. Christian waiting is not self-focused. Christian waiting and 
patience are about actively doing things to constantly be more aware 
of the Lord’s Will in any given situation. “Wait for it! Be Patient”.
