Living a Moral Life is Hard Work

Jesus offers some pretty challenging wisdom today. He reminds us
that it’s not enough just to avoid killing; we’re also called to let go
of anger toward one another. With adultery, He goes deeper and
says we shouldn’t even look at someone with lust. And regarding
lying, He tells us not to let deceit take root in our thoughts, much
less in our words. (Mt 5:17-37). The way Jesus wants us to be
moral goes beyond just how we act on the outside. It’s about
making an effort every day to control our feelings and desires. Each
day, we’re asked to choose what is good, right, and fair. That means
taking time to look honestly into our hearts and ask: What’s really
going on inside me? What’s my intention here? Am I choosing
God’s ways or clinging to my own? Those questions matter because
whatever we hold in our hearts—our thoughts, feelings, and
desires—shapes the decisions we make. There was a guy who
carried around a fortune cookie that said, “We can’t control the
wind, but we can always adjust the sails.” That’s a great picture of
the moral life: we can’t control everything that happens to us, but
we can adjust how we respond. Living morally is really about
“adjusting our sails.” We take what’s been entrusted to us—or even
what unexpectedly lands in our lap—and we ask, in all honesty,
“What is the good, the right, the just thing to do?” Let’s stay
attentive to what needs adjusting, fine-tuning, or redirecting in our
lives so we can be more faithful to the Lord’s commands. It’s not
