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Forgiving the Tough Stuff 
 
The scriptures this weekend challenge us not to forget the 
importance of forgiveness. As Jesus says, we have to forgive not 
seven times, but seventy-seven times (Mt 18: 22). The reality is 
that with a little practice, we can learn to forgive the little 
offenses. It’s harder, though, to forgive the bigger things. 
Whether it is a major offense done to us, a life-shattering wound 
that is hard to let go of, or we commit a grave sin that we can’t 
forgive ourselves of. In these cases, it’s much harder to follow 
Christ’s command of limitless mercy. The depth of forgiveness 
and mercy is challenging but not impossible. The reality is that 
true forgiveness is an act of the will. Yes, churning down deep 
within us may be feelings of anger and resentment. But true 
forgiveness is about so much more. True forgiveness is an act of 
the will where you make an intentional decision to let go of the 
rage and surrender the people or situation to God. This decision 
takes time and should be done while being anchored in prayer. 
When we truly decide to forgive and present the situation before 
God in prayer, God’s grace overflows through our will, helps us 
forgive the offender, be more open to reflecting God’s Will, and 
heal our emotions. The key to forgiving the tough stuff means 
that we must renew our faith in God’s limitless mercy and beg 
Him with all our hearts for the grace to forgive even the tough 
stuff.
