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SHARING IN OUR NEIGHBOR’S CROSS 
 
Thank you for accepting Christ’s invitation to pick up your cross each 
day and follow Him - if you hadn’t, you wouldn’t be reading this 
reflection. The conviction to carry our cross, while challenging, is a 
source of great consolation and joy to our Lord. For the Lord, who 
knows our deepest yearnings, hopes, and desires, allows our crosses to 
blossom into meaningful and fruitful blessings; blessings both now 
and later in eternity. Sadly, when we try to share in our neighbors’ 
struggles, we often face pushback. Some simply want to carry their 
cross alone. It might be because of their fear of trusting others. It 
could be because they are embarrassed and, at times, paralyzed by 
their own issues. 
No one enjoys the reality that their cross is hard to endure. Our cross 
can be very personal, and it makes us face parts of our lives that we 
would rather ignore. The reality is that no human life is without 
suffering. No human life is without a cross. Just ask anyone who has 
lost a loved one. Ask anyone who has experienced a tragedy, lost their 
job, or struggles with low self-esteem. They can tell you what it means 
to carry a cross. It can mean all the difference in the world when we 
lean on the people God places in our lives who want to share in our 
cross. Let us pray that we may be one of those people to whom 
someone else can turn. Let us pray that we will be open to sharing in 
someone else’s cross. Because to share in someone’s cross means we 
can help them suffer with meaning, our Church allows them to feel 
joy in times of sorrow. Let’s take time to share in a neighbor’s cross, 
just as Christ has taken a share in ours.
