In the Book of Revelation, we hear, “Behold, I make all things
new.” As Easter people, we celebrate that the resurrected Jesus
wants to help us see ourselves in deeper and newer ways. Just as
some people impulsively seek the newest gadgets, newest software,
newest movie, newest clothes, we should spiritually seek the newest
ways God works in our lives, for the resurrected Jesus is alive and
well.
