PRAYER: TURNS WEAKNESSES INTO STRENGTHS

Either we are working to grow closer to the Lord or distancing
ourselves from the Lord. Our greatest weaknesses have their origin in
thinking we can figure out the who, why, and what of life. Technology
gives us a false sense of security and control. Our egos, yes, the
mighty oh ego, are going full thrust in honor of self. Our sense of
weakness gives rise to the temptation to lean more on ourselves than
the Lord. Jesus tells the parable of a determined widow who was not
going to give in to weakness by pestering a crooked judge (Lk 18: 1-
8). Now, this parable comes right after an encounter Jesus had with
the Pharisees, who were becoming a bit too comfortable in their lives
and began questioning God’s grace and fidelity. Jesus’ parable today
insists that we should have the confidence and persistence of the
determined widow to “pray always without becoming weary” and God
will “speedily” respond (Lk 18: 1). Yes, so that we do not get lured
into the weakness of giving up on the grace of God, we are called to
be people of prayer. Not just a prayer here and there. No, we are called
to be constant in our prayer. We are to be constant in thanksgiving,
constant in repentance, constant in praise, and constant in bringing to
God every need that comes our way. Constancy in prayer builds
confidence. Confidence builds on strength. Yes, constant prayer, a
minute here, an 2 hour there, throughout the day, can help us to
remain strong in our faith. A strong prayer life can strengthen our
weaknesses, educate our ignorance, and protect us from temptation.
Have you been looking for strength in the midst of your weaknesses?
