“Sins of Omission” - Not Good!

There are those self-assured people who believe that they will be
rewarded in heaven because they have not committed any grave
sins. They are, in general, a “good person.” As Jesus teaches in the
story of Lazarus and the rich man (Lk 16: 19-31), salvation and
eternal life are not just about avoiding so-called “big * sins. Failure
to do something that we can and ought to do is also considered a sin
— a sin of omission (Catechism of the Catholic Church #1853). A
sin of omission occurs when you see a need and fail to take action
to help meet that need. A sin of omission is when you have a chance
to share your faith but remain silent. A sin of omission is when you
choose to look the other way when something wrong is being said
or done. Sins of omission are nothing to mess around with. The
reality is that simply avoiding mortal sins does not guarantee eternal
reward in heaven. As Christians, we must live like Christ, live for
His kingdom, and live for others by loving God with all our hearts
and loving our neighbor as ourselves. The rich man in the above
parable seems to have been a pretty good guy. And yet, he failed to
enter into eternal life. Why? Partly because of his “sins of
omission.” Day after day, he closed his heart to a neighbor who was
in dire need of help. And since the law of heaven is self-giving, he
was judged unfit to spend eternity in heaven. The key is not to close
off your heart. Don’t close off your heart when you know that you
can and ought to do something for someone, even with the simplest

of needs. Sins of omission — not good! -
